It is occasionally necessary for a student to be a passenger in a private or rental vehicle being driven by 
an adult driver to school activities.  The following requirements apply for authorized use of private or 

1.  The activity is approved by the school principal for students who will need to leave the school 

campus. 

2.  Drivers must have valid Utah drivers licenses in order to qualify for transporting students. 

3.  Drivers may not drive if they have had a conviction in the ten years for an alcohol/drug 

related driving violation, or they have had more than two moving violations in the last twelve 
months. 

4.  Drivers who are District volunteers must have successfully completed a criminal background 

check if they will be transporting students without a District employee in the vehicle. 

5.  Each vehicle must have liability insurance coverage. 

6.  Drivers must ensure that the vehicle has passed state-required safety inspections. 

7.  It is the student passenger’s or his or her parents’ duty to confirm that the driver carries the 

required insurance.  Information regarding the insurance company and policy number can be 

obtained from an insurance identification card provided by the company which must be 

carried in the vehicle at all times. 

8.  REMEMBER - the driver and all passengers must wear seat belts.  It’s the law.
